Daniel’s largest project at Gibbs Die Casting was the migration of their three domestic and international NT4 domains to Windows 2000 Active Directory. After Gibbs Die Casting, Daniel spent a year teaching IT infrastructure technology at ITT, while running his own small IT consulting LLC.
